2. The Trinity, the one God in three persons
(eternally existent Father, Son, and Holy
Spirit).

Incarnate (in human flesh):

His preexistence.

John 1:14 And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt
among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the
only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth.

His virgin birth.

Isaiah 7:14 Therefore the Lord himself shall give you a
sign; Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and bear a son, and
shall call his name Immanuel.

His sinless life.
1 John 3:5 And ye know that he was manifested to take
away our sins; and in him is no sin.

His miracles.

John 3:2 The same came to Jesus by night, and said unto
him, Rabbi, we know that thou art a teacher come from
God: for no man can do these miracles that thou doest,

except God be with him.
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His substitution death.
Romans 5:6 For when we were yet without strength, in
due time Christ died for the ungodly.

Romans 5:8 But God commendeth his love toward us, in
that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.

His bodily resurrection.

John 11:25-26 Jesus said unto her, I am the resurrection,
and the life: he that believeth in me, though he were
dead, yet shall he live: And whosoever liveth and
believeth in me shall never die. Believest thou this?

His ascension to heaven.

Acts 1:10-11 And while they looked stedfastly toward
heaven as he went up, behold, two men stood by them in
white apparel; Which also said, Ye men of Galilee, why
stand ye gazing up into heaven? this same Jesus, which is
taken up from you into heaven, shall so come in like
manner as ye have seen him go into heaven.

The resurrection of the saved to eternal life.

1 Thessalonians 4:16-18 For the Lord himself shall
descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the
archangel, and with the trump of God: and the dead in
Christ shall rise first: Then we which are alive and
remain shall be caught up together with them in the
clouds, to meet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever
be with the Lord. Wherefore comfort one another with
these words.

Revelation 20:6 Blessed and holy is he that hath part in
the first resurrection: on such the second death hath no
power, but they shall be priests of God and of Christ, and
shall reign with him a thousand years.

The second coming of the Lord Jesus Christ.
Revelation 19:11-16 And I saw heaven opened, and
behold a white horse; and he that sat upon him was called
Faithful and True, and in righteousness he doth judge and
make war. His eyes were as a flame of fire, and on his
head were many crowns; and he had a name written, that
no man knew, but he himself. And he was clothed with a
vesture dipped in blood: and his name is called The Word
of God. And the armies which were in heaven followed
him upon white horses, clothed in fine linen, white and
clean. And out of his mouth goeth a sharp sword, that
with it he should smite the nations: and he shall rule them
with a rod of iron: and he treadeth the winepress of the
fierceness and wrath of Almighty God. And he hath on
his vesture and on his thigh a name written, KING OF

The thousand year reign of the Lord Jesus
Christ.

Revelation 20:4-10 And I saw thrones, and they sat upon
them, and judgment was given unto them: and I saw the
souls of them that were beheaded for the witness of
Jesus, and for the word of God, and which had not
worshipped the beast, neither his image, neither had
received his mark upon their foreheads, or in their hands;
and they lived and reigned with Christ a thousand years.
But the rest of the dead lived not again until the thousand
years were finished. This is the first resurrection.
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Blessed and holy is he that hath part in the first
resurrection: on such the second death hath no power, but
they shall be priests of God and of Christ, and shall reign
with him a thousand years. And when the thousand years
are expired, Satan shall be loosed out of his prison, And
shall go out to deceive the nations which are in the four
quarters of the earth, Gog and Magog, to gather them
together to battle: the number of whom is as the sand of
the sea. And they went up on the breadth of the earth,
and compassed the camp of the saints about, and the
beloved city: and fire came down from God out of
heaven, and devoured them. And the devil that deceived
them was cast into the lake of fire and brimstone, where
the beast and the false prophet are, and shall be
tormented day and night for ever and ever.

The resurrection of the lost to eternal
damnation.

Revelation 20:5a But the rest of the dead lived not again
until the thousand years were finished.

Revelation 20:11-15 And I saw a great white throne, and
him that sat on it, from whose face the earth and the
heaven fled away; and there was found no place for them.
And I saw the dead, small and great, stand before God;
and the books were opened: and another book was
opened, which is the book of life: and the dead were
judged out of those things which were written in the
books, according to their works. And the sea gave up the
dead which were in it; and death and hell delivered up the
dead which were in them: and they were judged every
man according to their works. And death and hell were
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cast into the lake of fire. This is the second death. And
whosoever was not found written in the book of life was
cast into the lake of fire.

God’s renovation program. The end of the
universe and earth as it now exists.

2 Peter 3:10-12 But the day of the Lord will come as a
thief in the night; in the which the heavens shall pass
away with a great noise, and the elements shall melt with
fervent heat, the earth also and the works that are therein
shall be burned up. Seeing then that all these things shall
be dissolved, what manner of persons ought ye to be in
all holy conversation and godliness, Looking for and
hasting unto the coming of the day of God, wherein the
heavens being on fire shall be dissolved, and the
elements shall melt with fervent heat?

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Galatians 2:16 Knowing that a man is not justified by the
works of the law, but by the faith of Jesus Christ, even
we have believed in Jesus Christ, that we might be
justified by the faith of Christ, and not by the works of
the law: for by the works of the law shall no flesh be
justified.

The security of the believer. We cannot lose our
salvation.

John 10:27-30 My sheep hear my voice, and I know
them, and they follow me: And I give unto them eternal
life; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man
pluck them out of my hand. My Father, which gave them
me, 1s greater than all; and no man is able to pluck them
out of my Father's hand. I and my Father are one.

1 John 5:11-13 And this is the record, that God hath
given to us eternal life, and this life is in his Son.

2 Corinthians 6:14-17 Be ye not unequally yoked
together with unbelievers: for what fellowship hath
righteousness ~ with  unrighteousness? and  what
communion hath light with darkness? And what concord
hath Christ with Belial? or what part hath he that
believeth with an infidel? And what agreement hath the
temple of God with idols? for ye are the temple of the
living God; as God hath said, I will dwell in them, and
walk in them; and I will be their God, and they shall be
my people. Wherefore come out from among them, and
be ye separate, saith the Lord, and touch not the unclean
thing; and I will receive you,

God corrects His own.
